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Clery Act 
 
The Jeanne Clery Disclosure of Campus Security Policy and Campus Crime Statistics Acts, formerly 
the Campus Security Act of 1990, requires Lanier Technical College (LTC) to disclose to the public 
specific crime-related information on an annual basis.  In compliance with this legislation, the college 
must report campus crime statistics, campus offenses, and security measures to all students and 
employees by October 1 of each year. 
 
Prospective students and employees shall receive either a copy of the report or a notice of its 
availability and a brief summary of its contents.  The college may publish the report electronically, but 
the college must give students, employees, and potential students or employees a paper copy upon 
request and individually inform them of the availability of the report in electronic format.  The college 
sends official annual notifications of the availability of the report in electronic format.  The college 
sends official annual notification of the availability of the new report to all currently enrolled students 
via their @student.laniertech.edu address and to all faculty and staff via their official email address.

Crime Statistics 
 
Lanier Technical College reports statistics on the following crimes and offenses annually based on 
the FBI’s Uniform Crime Reporting (UCR) Handbook: 
 
Murder and Non-Negligent Manslaughter 
The willful (non-negligent) killing of one human being by another. 
 
Manslaughter by Negligence 
The killing of another person through gross negligence.  Gross negligence is the intentional failure to 
perform a manifest duty in reckless disregard of the consequences as affecting the life or property of 
another. 
 
Consent 
In Georgia, Consent is not defined in reference to sexual activity.  However, Lanier Technical College 
defines Consent as “when someone agrees, gives permission, or says “yes” to sexual activity with 
someone else. Central to the concept of consent is the understanding that every person has a right to 
control his/her body and to not be acted upon by someone else in a sexual manner unless he/she 
gives clear permission to do so. The person initiating the sexual activity is responsible for obtaining 
permission from the person or persons he/she wants to engage in sexual activity with. Consent is 
always freely given, and every person involved in a sexual situation must feel that they are able to 
say “yes” or “no” at any point during sexual activity. Absence of clear permission means you can’t 
touch someone, not that you can. In most cases, consent should be a clear verbal agreement. 
However, if a person is seeking consent from someone who cannot communicate verbally, he/she 
should obtain consent using another agreed upon method of communication. Non-verbal 
communication includes sign language, writing or typing messages, gestures, nodding or shaking 
one’s head, and blinking, to name just a few.  
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Sex Offenses – Forcible 
Any sexual act directed against another person, forcibly and/or against that person’s will; or not 
forcibly or against the person’s will where the victim is incapable of giving consent. 
 
Forcible Rape 
Is penetration, no matter how slight, of the vagina or anus with any body part or object, or oral 
penetration by a sex organ of another person, without the consent of the victim.  This offense includes 
the rape of both males and females. 
 

Forcible Sodomy 
Oral or anal sexual intercourse with another person, forcibly and/or against that person’s will; or not 
forcibly or against the person’s will where the victim is incapable of giving consent because of his/her 
youth or because of his/her temporary or permanent mental or physical incapacity. 
 
Sexual Assault with an Object 
The use of an object or instrument to unlawfully penetrate, however slightly, the genital or anal 
opening of the body of another person, forcibly or against the person’s will where the victim is 
incapable of giving consent because of his/her youth or because of his/her temporary or permanent 
mental or physical incapacity.  An object or instrument is anything used by the offender other than the 
offender’s genitalia. 
 
Forcible Fondling 
The touching of the private body parts of another person for the purpose of sexual gratification, 
forcibly and/or against that person’s will; or, not forcibly or against the person’s will where the victim is 
incapable of giving consent because of his/her youth or because of his/her temporary or permanent 
mental incapacity. 
 
Sex Offenses – Non-forcible 
Unlawful non-forcible sexual intercourse. 
 
Incest 
Non-forcible sexual intercourse between persons who are related to each other within the degrees 
wherein marriage is prohibited by law. 
 
Statutory Rape 
Non-forcible sexual intercourse with a person who is under the statutory age of consent. 
 
Robbery 
Taking or attempting to take anything of value from the care, custody, or control of a person or 
persons by force or threat of force or violence and/or by putting the victim in fear. 
 
Aggravated Assault 
An unlawful attack by one person upon another for the purpose of inflicting severe or aggravated 
bodily injury.  This type of assault usually is accompanied by the use of a weapon or by means likely 
to produce death or great bodily harm. 
 
Burglary 
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The unlawful entry of a structure to commit a felony or theft. 
 
 
Motor Vehicle Theft 
The theft or attempted theft of a motor vehicle. 
 
Arson 
Any willful or malicious burning or attempt to burn, with or without intent to defraud, a dwelling house, 
public building, motor vehicle or aircraft, personal property of another, etc. 
 

Liquor Law Violations 
The violation of state or local laws or ordinances prohibiting the manufacture, sale, purchase, 
transportation, possession or use of alcoholic beverages, not including driving under the influence 
and drunkenness. 
 
Drug Abuse Violations 
The violation of laws prohibiting the production, distribution and/or use of certain controlled 
substances and the equipment or devices utilized in their preparation and/or use.  The unlawful 
cultivation, manufacture, distribution, sale, purchase, use, possession, transportation or importation of 
any controlled drug or narcotic substance.  Arrests for violations of state and local laws, specifically 
those relating to the unlawful possession, sale, use, growing, manufacturing and making of narcotic 
drugs. 
 
Illegal Weapons Possession 
The violation of laws or ordinances prohibiting the manufacture, sale, purchase, transportation, 
possession, concealment, or use of firearms, cutting instruments, explosives, incendiary devices or 
other deadly weapons.  This classification encompasses weapons offenses that are regulatory in 
nature. 
 
Domestic Violence 
UCR Definition:  The term “domestic violence” includes felony or misdemeanor crimes of violence 
committed by a current or former spouse or intimate partner of the victim, by a person with whom the 
victim shares a child in common, by a person who is cohabitating with or has cohabitated with the 
victim as a spouse or intimate partner, by a person similarly situated to a spouse of the victim under 
the domestic or family violence laws of the jurisdiction receiving grant monies, or by any other person 
against an adult or youth victim who is protected from that person’s acts under the domestic or family 
violence laws of the jurisdiction. 
 
GA Definition:  In Georgia, the term Domestic Violence is not defined but Family Violence is defined 
under O.C.G.A. § 19-13-1 as “The occurrence of one or more of the following acts between past or 
present spouses, persons who are parents of the same child, parents and children, stepparents and 
stepchildren, foster parents and foster children, or other persons living or formerly living in the same 
household:  (1) Any felony or (2) Commission of offenses of battery, simply battery, simple assault, 
assault, stalking, criminal damage to property, unlawful restraint, or criminal trespass”. 
 
Dating Violence 
UCR Definition:  The term “dating violence” means violence committed by a person – 

(A) Who is or has been in a social relationship of a romantic or intimate nature with the victim; and 
(B) Where the existence of such a relationship shall be determined based on a consideration of 

the following factors: 
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(i) The length of the relationship. 
(ii) The type of relationship. 
(iii) The frequency of interaction between the persons involved in the relationship. 

 
GA Definition:  In Georgia, the term Dating Violence is not defined however “Family Violence” as 
defined under O.C.G.A. § 19-13-1 to include some dating situations – i.e. persons who are parents of 
the same child, other persons living or formerly living in the same household. 
 
Sexual Assault 
UCR Definition:  Any nonconsensual sexual act proscribed by federal, tribal, or state law, including 
when the victim lacks capacity to consent. 
 
GA Definition:  Sexual Assault is defined under O.C.G.A. § 16-6-5.1 as “sexual contact” is that is 
perpetrated by “a person who has supervisory or disciplinary authority over another individual.” 
 
Rape 
UCR Definition:  Penetration, no matter how slight, of the vagina or anus with any body part or object, 
or oral penetration by a sex organ of another person, without the consent of the victim. 
 
GA Definition:  Rape is defined under O.C.G.A.§ 16-6-1 as a “male having carnal knowledge of a 
female forcibly and against her will.  Carnal knowledge in rape occurs when there is any penetration 
of the female sex organs by the male sex organs.”  The Code recognizes that rape can occur even 
between spouses so the defendant cannot use the fact that he is married to the person accusing him 
of rape as a defense.  Rape is punishable by death, life imprisonment with or without parole, or a 
minimum of 25 year’s imprisonment, followed by probation for life. 
 
Stalking 
UCR Definition:  Engaging in a course of conduct directed at a specific person that would cause a 
reasonable person to – 

(A) Fear for his or her safety or the safety of others; or 
(B) Suffers substantial emotional distress. 

 
GA Definition:  Stalking is defined under O.C.G.A. § 16-5-90 as (a)(1) A person commits the offense 
of stalking when he or she follows, places under surveillance, or contacts another person at or about 
a place or places without the consent of the other person for the purpose of harassing and 
intimidating the other person.  For the purpose of this article, the terms “computer” and “computer 
network” shall have the same meanings as set out in Code Section 16-9-92; the term “contact” shall 
mean any communication including without being limited to communication in person, by telephone, 
by mail, by broadcast, by computer, by computer network, or by any other electronic device; and the 
place or places that contact by telephone, mail, broadcast, computer, computer network, or any other 
electronic device is deemed to occur shall be the place or places where such communication is 
received.  For the purpose of this article, the term “place or places” shall include any public or private 
property occupied by the victim other than the residence of the defendant.  For the purposes of this 
article, the term “harassing and intimidating” means a knowing and willful course of conduct directed 
at a specific person which causes emotional distress by placing such person in reasonable fear for 
such person’s safety or the safety of a member of his or her immediate family, by establishing a 
pattern of harassing and intimidating behavior, and which serves no legitimate purpose.  This Code 
section shall not be construed to require that an overt threat of death or bodily injury has been made.  
(2) A person commits the offense of stalking when such person, in violation of a bond to keep the 
peace posted pursuant to Code Section 17-6-110, standing order issued under Code Section 19-1-1, 
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temporary restraining order, temporary protective order, permanent restraining order, permanent 
protective order, preliminary injunction, or permanent injunction or condition of pretrial release, 
condition of probation, or condition of parole in effect prohibiting the harassment or intimidation of 
another person, broadcasts or publishes, including electronic publication, the picture, name, address, 
or phone number of a person for whose benefit the bond, order, or condition was made and without 
such person’s consent in such a manner that causes other persons to harass or intimidate such 
person and the person making the broadcast or publication knew or had reason to believe that such 
broadcast or publication would cause such person to be harassed or intimidated by others.” 
 
Hate Crimes 
All the crimes listed as reportable Clery crimes that manifest evidence that the victim was chosen 
based on one of the categories of bias listed below, plus the following crimes 
 
Race 
A preformed negative attitude toward a group of persons who possess common physical 
characteristics (e.g., color of skin, eyes, and/or hair; facial features, etc.) genetically transmitted by 
descent and heredity, which distinguish them as a distinct division of humankind (e.g., Asians, blacks, 
whites). 
 
Gender 
A preformed negative opinion or attitude toward a group of who possess common physical 
characteristics, e.g., color of skin, eyes, and or/hair; facial features, etc., genetically transmitted by 
descent and heredity which distinguish them as a distinct division of humankind, e.g., Asians, blacks 
or African Americans, whites. 
 
Gender Identity 
A preformed negative opinion or attitude toward a person or group of persons based on their actual or 
perceived gender, e.g., male or female. 
 
Religion 
A preformed negative opinion or attitude toward a group of persons who share the same religious 
beliefs regarding the origin and purpose of the universe and the existence or nonexistence of a 
supreme being (e.g. Catholics, Jews, Protestants, atheists). 
 
Sexual Orientation 
A preformed negative opinion or attitude toward a group of persons based on their actual or 
perceived sexual orientation. 
 
Ethnicity 
A preformed negative opinion or attitude toward a group of people whose members identify with each 
other, through a common heritage, often consisting of a common language, common culture (often 
including a shared religion) and/or ideology that stresses common ancestry. 
 
National Origin 
A preformed negative opinion or attitude toward a group of people based on their actual or perceived 
country of birth. 
 
Disability 
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A preformed negative opinion or attitude toward a group of persons based on their physical or mental 
impairments/challenges, whether such a disability is temporary or permanent, congenital or acquired 
by heredity, accident, injury, advanced age or illness. 
 
 
Gender Identity 
A preformed negative opinion or attitude toward a person or group of persons based on their actual or 
perceived gender identity. 
 
Larceny-Theft 
The unlawful taking, carrying, leading, or riding away of property from the possession or constructive 
possession of another.  (Larceny and theft mean the same thing in the UCR.)  Constructive 
possession is the condition in which a person does not have physical custody or possession, but is in 
a position to exercise dominion or control over a thing.  This includes, pocket picking, purse 
snatching, shoplifting, theft from building, theft from motor vehicle, theft of motor vehicle parts or 
accessories and all other larceny. 
 
 

Simple Assault 
An unlawful physical attack by one person upon another where neither the offender displays a 
weapon, nor the victim suffers obvious severe or aggravated bodily injury involving apparent broken 
bones, loss of teeth, possible internal injury, severe laceration or loss of consciousness. 
 

Intimidation 
To unlawfully place another person in reasonable fear of bodily harm through the use of threatening 
words and/or other conduct, but without displaying a weapon or subjecting the victim to actual 
physical attack. 
 
Destruction/Damage/Vandalism of Property 
To willfully or maliciously destroy, damage, deface, or otherwise injure real or personal property 
without the consent of the owner or the person having custody or control of it. 
 
On-Campus 
Any building or property owned or controlled by an institution within the same reasonably contiguous 
geographic area and used by the institution in direct support of, or in a manner related to, the 
institution’s educational purposes, including residence halls; and 
 
Any building or property that is within or reasonably contiguous to paragraph (1) of this definition, that 
is owned by the institution but controlled by another person, is frequently used by students, and 
supports institutional purposes (such as food or other retail vendor). 
 
Public Property 
All public property, including thoroughfares, streets, sidewalks, and parking facilities, that is within the 
campus, or immediately adjacent to and accessible from the campus. 
 
Non-Campus Building or Property 
Any building or property owned or controlled by a student organization that is officially recognized by 
the institution; or any building or property owned or controlled by an institution that is used in direct 
support of, or in relation to, the institution’s educational purposes, is frequently used by students, and 
is not within the same reasonably contiguous geographic area of the institution.

Timely Warning 
 

In the event that a situation arises, either on or off campus, in the judgment of Robbie Vickers and/or 

Dr. Ray Perren, constitutes an ongoing or continuing threat, a campus wide “timely warning” will be 

issued without delay.  The responsible party will take into account the safety of the community, 

determine the content of the notification and initiate the notification system, unless issuing a 

notification will, in the professional judgment of responsible authorities, compromise efforts to assist a 

victim or to contain, respond to, or otherwise mitigate the emergency.  The College will withhold the 

names of victims as confidential and will not state this information in their timely warning.  The 

warning will be issued through email and text to students, faculty, and staff.  

Depending on the particular circumstances of the crime, especially in all situations that could pose an 

immediate threat to the community and individuals, the office of the President may also post a notice 

on the campus-wide electronic bulletin board. 

Disclosure of Crime Statistics 
 

The Office of Student Affairs prepares this report to comply with the Jeanne Clery Disclosure of 

Campus Security Policy and Crime Statistics Act.  The full text of this report can be located on our 

web site at www.laniertech.edu.  This report is prepared in cooperation with the local law enforcement 

agencies surrounding our main campus and satellite campuses in our seven county area, our 

Campus Security Authorities, and our campus security officers.  The Office of Student Affairs 

provides updated information on their educational efforts and programs to comply with the act. 

Lanier Technical College must maintain a written, easily understood daily crime log at each five 

campuses that records, by the date the crime was reported, any crime that occurred on campus, on a 

non-campus building or property, or within the patrol jurisdiction of the campus security department 

and is reported to the campus security department.  This log must include: 

¶ The nature, date, time, and general location of each crime. 

¶ The deposition of the complaint, if known.

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The institution must make an entry or an addition to any entry to the log within two business days of 

the report of the information to the campus security department, unless that disclosure is prohibited 

by law or would jeopardize the confidentiality of the victim. 

An institution may withhold information required if: 

¶ It jeopardizes an ongoing criminal investigation or the safety of an individual. 

¶ It causes a suspect to flee or evade detection, or results in the destruction of evidence. 

An institution must disclose any information withheld once the adverse effect described above is no 

longer likely to occur.  The institution must make the crime log for the most recent 60-day period open 

to public inspection during normal business hours.  The institution must make any portion of the log 

older than 60 days available within two business days of a request for public inspection. 

Each year, an e-mail notification is made to all enrolled students, faculty, and staff that provides the 

web site to access this report.  Copies of the report may also be obtained at the Student Affairs Office 

in Oakwood, the Student Affairs Office in Forsyth, the Main Office in Barrow, the Main office in 

Dawson, and the Front Receptionist Desk in Jackson.

Voluntary Confidential Reporting 
 

If you are a victim of a crime and do not want to pursue action within the Technical College System or 

the criminal justice system, you may still want to consider making a confidential report.  With your 

permission, the Campus Security, Vice President of Student Affairs, Campus Security Authorities, or 

Clery Coordinator can file a report on the details of the incident without revealing your identity.  The 

purpose of a confidential report is to comply with your wish to keep the matter confidential, while 

taking steps to ensure the future safety of yourself and others.  With such information, the College 
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can keep an accurate record of the number of incidents involving students, determine where there is 

a pattern of crime with regard to a particular location, method, or assailant, and alert the campus 

community to potential danger.  Reports filed in this manner are counted and disclosed in the annual 

crimes statistics for the institution. 

 

Limited Voluntary Confidential Reporting 
 

The Lanier Technical College Security Department and Student Affairs Office encourages anyone 

who is the victim or witness to any crime to promptly report the incident to police.  Because police 

reports are public records under state law, the Campus Security and Student Affairs Office cannot 

hold reports of crime in confidence.  Confidential reports for purposes of inclusion in the annual 

disclosure of crime statistics can generally be made to other Lanier Technical College campus 

security authorities as identified below:

Security and Access 
 

During business hours, the College will be open to students, parents, employees, contractors, guests, 

and invitees.  During non-business hours access to all College facilities is by key.  In the case of 

periods of extended closing, the College will admit only those with prior approval by their respective 

department Vice President. 

 

Emergencies may necessitate changes or alterations to any posted schedules.  Areas that are 

revealed as problematic either reported by students, faculty, or staff are reviewed by the Director of 

Facilities Management and/or Security Personnel.  Additionally, during the academic year a Campus 

Safety Committee meets at least four times a years to discuss safety issues and as needed to 

discuss issues of pressing concern. 

Statement Addressing Campus Law Enforcement Authority 
 

Lanier Technical College Safety and Security Officers have the authority to ask persons for 

identification and to determine whether individuals have lawful business at Lanier Technical College.  

Lanier Technical College security officers have the authority to issue parking tickets.  Safety and 

Security Officers do possess arrest power.  Criminal incidents are referred to the local police who 

have jurisdiction on the campus.  The Safety and Security Officers maintain a highly professional 
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working relationship with the local police departments in the seven county service areas.  All crime 

victims and witnesses are strongly encouraged to immediately report crime to campus Safety and 

Security Officers and the appropriate police agency.  Prompt reporting will assure timely warning 

notices on-campus and timely disclosure of crime statistics.   

 

Written Memorandum of Understanding (MOA) with Law Enforcement 
 

Lanier Technical College does not have a Written Memorandum of Understanding with its local law 

enforcement in the seven county areas it services.

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Security Awareness Programs for Students and Employees 
 

During orientation in August, December/January, and May students are informed of services offered 

by the Student Affairs Office.  Video and slide presentations outline ways to maintain personal safety.  

Students are told about crime on-campus and in surrounding neighborhoods by a mass email sent 

out during the first month of each new semester.  Similar information is presented to new employees 

in their employee handbook.  Crime Prevention Programs and Sexual Assault Prevention Programs 

are offered on a continual basis during student Psychology classes through Everfi HAVEN online 

courses. 

Periodically during the academic year, the Office of Student Affairs, presents crime prevention 

awareness sessions on sexual assault (rape and acquaintance rape), alcohol/drugs, theft, and 

vandalism, as well as workshops on personal safety and protecting yourself. 

In addition to seminars or lunch and learns, information is disseminated to students and employees 

through crime prevention booklets, security alert posters, displays, and articles and advertisements in 

the college daily memo. 

When time is of the essence, information is released to the college community through security alerts 

sent through the student emails and/or text messages. 

Weapons Policy 
 
Lanier Technical College is committed to providing all employees, students, volunteers, visitors, 
vendors and contractors a safe and secure workplace and/or academic setting. The possession, 
carrying, or transportation of a firearm, weapon, or explosive compound/material at any LTC campus 
or site shall be governed by Georgia state law. All individuals are expected to comply with the related 
laws.  
 
According to state law, possession or carrying of a weapon on campus is prohibited, with the 
following exceptions:  

¶ Holders of a valid weapon carry license may have a weapon in their vehicle. 
¶ Members of the general public not prohibited by law from possessing a firearm may have a 

weapon in their vehicle while picking up or dropping off students. 

P.O.S.T. Certified Law Enforcement Officers and others authorized to carry weapons authorized by 

the President may carry a weapon on campus. 

As of July 1, 2016 House Bill 792 was signed by Governor Deal which added the following paragraph 

to O.C.G.A. §16-11-127., permitting possession of certain electroshock devices: 

“(19) Any person who is 18 years of age or older or currently enrolled in classes on the campus in 

question and carrying, possessing, or having under such person’s control and electroshock weapon 

while in or on any building or real property owned by or leased to such public technical school, 

vocational school, college or university or other public institution of postsecondary education; 

provided, however, that, if such person makes use of such electroshock weapon, such use shall be in 

defense of self or others.  The exemption under this paragraph shall apply only to such person regard 
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to such electroshock weapon.  As used in this paragraph, the term “electroshock weapon” means any 

commercially available device that is powered by electrical charging units and designed exclusively to 

be capable of incapacitating a person by electrical charge, including, but not limited to, a stun gun or 

Taser as defined in subsection (a) of Code 26 Section § 16-11-106.” 

Crime Prevention Programs for Students and Employees 
 

Crime Prevention Programs on personal safety and theft prevention are sponsored by Student Affairs 

throughout the year.  Information is disseminated during student events, orientations, and through 

emails providing a variety of educational strategies and tips on how to protect themselves from sexual 

assault, theft and other crimes.  Annually the college will be presenting a Safety and Self-Defense 

Workshop which will give the basics to hands-on defense training. 

Tip:  To enhance personal safety, and especially after an evening class, walk with friends or someone 

from class that you know well, or call LTC Security for an escort. 

Criminal Activity Off Campus 
 

Lanier Technical College does not have any officially recognized student organization with off-

campus location. 

Alcoholic Beverages and Drugs 
 

Lanier Technical College expects faculty, staff, and students to meet appropriate standards of 

performance, to observe basic rules for good conduct, and to comply with college Student and 

Personnel Policies and Procedures.  In the discharge of its responsibilities as an employer, Lanier 

Technical College aggressively promotes and requires a drug-free campus among its students, 

faculty, and staff. 

Institutional standards of conduct clearly prohibit the unlawful possession, use, or distribution of illicit 

drugs and alcohol on campus or as part of any institutional-sponsored activities. 

Such unlawful activity may be considered sufficient grounds for serious punitive action, including 

expulsion.  Disciplinary sanctions for students convicted of a felony offense involving alcohol or the 

manufacture, distribution, sale, possession or use of marijuana, controlled substances or other illegal 

or dangerous drugs shall be immediate suspension and denial of further state and/or federal funds 

from the date of conviction.  Specifically in the case of a drug related offense the student shall 

minimally be suspended for the remainder of the semester and forfeit all academic credit for that 

period. 

Substance Abuse Education 
 
PREVENTION PROGRAMS 
The College has developed a program to prevent the illicit use of drugs and the abuse of alcohol by 
students and employees.  The program provides services related to drug use and abuse including 
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dissemination of information materials during school events, counseling referrals, educational 
programs such as AlcoholEdu online course in all psychology classes, speakers, and participate in 
the Arrive Alive Tour for drinking and driving.

Disclosures to Alleged Victims of Crimes of Violence or Non-forcible Sex Offenses 
 
Lanier Technical College, upon written request, disclose to the alleged victim of a crime of violence, 
or a non-forcible sex offense, the results of any disciplinary hearing conducted by the college against 
the student who is the alleged perpetrator of the crime of offense.  If the alleged victim is deceased as 
a result of the crime or offense, Lanier Technical College will provide the results of the disciplinary 
hearing to the victim’s next of kin, if so requested. 
 

Preventing and Responding to Sex Offenses 
 

Lanier Technical College is committed to providing a safe learning and working environment.  In 

compliance with federal laws, we have adopted policies and procedures to prevent and respond to 

incidents of sexual assault, domestic violence, dating violence, and stalking involving members of our 

campus community.  These guidelines apply to all students, faculty, staff, contractors and visitors. 

The College educates the student community about sexual assaults and date rape through 

mandatory orientations each semester.  Literature on date rape education, risk reduction, and College 

response is available through the Office of Student Affairs and Coordinator of Special Populations.  In 

addition, Lanier Technical College has started fall of 2014 to integrate the Everfi online course, 

HAVEN, into all its diploma and degree level psychology classes. 

If you are a victim of sexual assault at this institution, your first priority should be to get to a place of 

safety.  You should then obtain necessary medical treatment.  The Office of Student Affairs, 

Administrative Services, and Campus Security advocates that a victim of sexual assault report the 

incident in a timely manner.  Time is a critical factor for evidence collection and preservation.  Lanier 

Technical College recognized the often sensitive nature of sexual assault, domestic violence, dating 

violence, and stalking incidents.  We are committed to protecting the privacy of any individual who 

makes a report.  Different officials and personnel are, however, able to offer varying levels of privacy 

protection to victims.  Reports made to LTC officials will be kept confidential, and identifying 

information about the victim shall not be made public. 
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Lanier Technical College does not discriminate on the basis of sex in its educational programs and 

sexual harassment nor tolerate sexual violence, which is a type of sex discrimination.  Other acts can 

also be forms of sex-based discrimination and are also prohibited whether gender based or not and 

include dating violence, domestic violence, and stalking.  The College does not tolerate sexual 

misconduct or abuse, such as sexual assault, rape, or any other forms of nonconsensual sexual 

activity.  Sexual misconduct in any form violates the Student Code of Conduct college policies, and 

may violate federal and state laws.  Violations are subject to disciplinary sanctions through the Office 

of Student Affairs 

What is consent? 
Consent must be informed, freely given and mutual.  If coercion, intimidation, threat or physical force 
are used there is no consent.  If a person is mentally or physically incapacitated or impaired so that 
such person cannot understand the fact, nature or extent of the sexual situation, there is no consent:  
this includes impairment or incapacitation due to alcohol or drug consumption, or being asleep or 
unconscious.  Inducement of incapacitation of another with the intent to affect the ability of an 
individual to consent or refuse to consent to sexual contact almost always, if not always, negates 
consent.  Silence does not necessarily constitute consent.  Whether a person has taken advantage of 
a position of influence over an alleged victim may be a factor in determining consent. 
 
What to do if you have been the victim of sexual assault, dating violence, domestic 
violence or stalking? 
After an incident of sexual assault, it is important to seek medical attention as soon as possible.  It is 
important that victims of sexual assault not bathe, douche, smoke, change clothing or clean the 
bed/linen/area where they were assaulted if the offense occurred within the past 96 hours so that 
evidence as may be necessary to the proof of criminal activity may be preserved.  In circumstances of 
sexual assault, if victims do not opt for forensic evidence collection, health care providers can still 
treat injuries and take steps to address concerns of pregnancy and/or sexually transmitted diseases. 
 
Victims of sexual assault, domestic violence, stalking, and dating violence are encouraged to also 
preserve evidence by saving text messages, instant messages, social networking pages, other 
communications, and keeping pictures, logs or other copies of documents, if they have any, that 
would be useful to College hearing boards/investigators or police.  Although the college strongly 
encourages all members of its community to report violations of this policy to law enforcement, it is 
the victim’s choice whether or not to make such a report, and victims have the right to decline 
involvement with the police.  Whether a victim reports the crime to the police, or not, if the alleged 
offender is a member of the College community, the victim has a right to proceed to seek College 
discipline against the offender as explained in more detail in the college catalogue at 
http://www.laniertech.edu/coc/Sexual%20Harassment.html. 
Lanier Technical College will provide a written notice of Rights and Options which encourages 

students, employees or visitors who have been affected by any of these offenses, whether on or off 

campus, to access the support services we provide, and consider taking action through our 

institutional conduct process or pursuing options available through the criminal justice system. 

 
College disciplinary proceedings, as well as special guidelines for cases involving sexual misconduct, 
are detailed in the Student Handbook and Catalogue.  The Handbook provides, in part, that the 
accused and the victim will each be allowed to choose one person who has had no formal legal 
training to accompany them throughout the hearing.  Both the victim and accused will be informed of 
the outcome of the hearing.  A student found guilty of violating the College sexual misconduct policy 
could be criminally prosecuted in the state courts and may be suspended or expelled from the

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College for the first offense.  Student victims have the option to change their academic and/or work 
(work study) situations after an alleged sexual assault, if such changes are reasonably available. 
 

Sex Offenders Registration 
 
The Campus Sex Crimes Prevention Act (CSCPA) of 2000 is a federal law that provides for the 
tracking of convicted sex offenders enrolled at, or employed at, institutions of higher education.  The 
CSCPA is an amendment to the Jacob Wetterling Crimes Against Children and Sexually Violent 
Offender Act.  The federal law requires state law enforcement agencies (in Georgia, it is the Georgia 
Bureau of Investigation) to provide Lanier Technical College with a list of registered sex offenders 
who have indicated that they are either enrolled, employed or carrying on a vocation at Lanier 
Technical College. 
 
Lanier Technical College is required to inform the campus community that a GBI registration list of 
sex offenders will be maintained and available at each of its five campus locations at the Front Desk 
Reception area. 
 
In addition, a list of all registered sex offenders in Georgia is available from the Georgia Bureau of 
Investigation at http://gbi.georgia.gov/42-1-12-state-sexual-offender-registry.  Oakwood is located in 
Hall County and the zip code is 30566.  Cumming is located in Forsyth County and the zip code is 
30041.  Winder is located in Barrow County and the zip code is 30680.  Dawsonville is located in 
Dawson County and the zip code is 30534.  Commerce is located in Jackson County and the zip 
code is 30529.
